Use this formula provided by Water Wise!

In general 1,000 sq. ft roof = 600 gallons in a 1” rain.

But more specifically:

1. Measure the square footage of your collection area. (Ex. 20’ x 50’ = 1000 sq. ft)

2. Figure the annual rainfall in feet. (Ex. 15” annual rainfall divided by 12 = 1.25’ per Year.) Benson area is typically 12-14 inches per year.

3. Multiply the collection area by the annual rainfall in feet to get the amount of water in cubic feet. (Ex. 1000 sq. foot x 1.25’/year = 1250 cubic feet.)

4. Convert to gallons. Multiply the cubic feet by 7.5 gallons (the amount of water in one cubic gallon). (Ex. 1250 cubic feet x 7.5 = 9375 gallons of rainwater/year!)
